It ill believed, 
however, that a usetul purpose might be serve4 it the New York and Chioago 
Regional Offioes were IIUpplie4 with a oOPY of the prollpeotus with respeot 
to all pencling OUIIS, sinoe presWIIAbly the prinoipalm.arketing aotivity in 
molt instanoes will ooour in the Chicago and New York regionl. 

Aooordingly, it il requested that beginning immer11ately deficiency 
letterl inolude a request that the issuer or prinoipal. underwriter transmit 
a copy of ths prospeotus refleoting the fil'lt m.aterlal. amendment to the 
registration statement direotly to the Chioago offioe and the New York 
office of the Commisllion at the time such &IJIendment is filed with the 
Commisllion. 
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
